Apartment mistake results in charges

MANKATO — A 21-yearold Mankato man was arrested Friday morning after he broke into an apartment that he thought
was his own.

A person living near the apartment called 911 at about 3 a.m. to report someone was breaking glass.

Police officers arrived and arrested 21-year- old Thomas Michael Flandermeyer for criminal damage to property.
Flandermeyer was intoxicated and mistook his apartment complex for another in the 200 block of Balcerzak Drive, a
Mankato Department of Public Safety report said. He broke into the unoccupied apartment, causing between $400 and

$600 in damage. 

Suspect arrested for harassment

charges for allegedly harassing a woman.

Timothy Allen Schepers was arrested Tuesday after he approached a woman while she was on the patio of a downtown
restaurant.

Schepers had been arrested for harassing the woman in the past and a judge had issued an order telling him to stay
away from her.

Schepers was charged with two felony counts of stalking and one felony count of harassment. His bail was set at

$25,000.
