
CityArt sculpture vandalized, removed

MANKATO —  Just a week after 25 sculptures were installed downtown, one was vandalized near Mankato’s entertainment
district.

No damage was done to the “Seated Couple”  sculpture, but its braces were pulled up from the cement foundation they were
bolted into. The sculpture, created by Rick Haugen of South Dakota, was located at the intersection of Hickory Street and an
alley between the Intergovernmental Center and the Hilton Garden Inn.

It was removed from the foundation after the damage was discovered. The sculpture’s were installed in downtown Mankato and

North Mankato for the first CityArt Walking Sculpture Tour.

Two hurt after crash into sign

MANKATO — A man and woman were taken to the hospital Sunday morning after the car they were in left North Riverfront Drive
and struck the brick foundation for an advertising sign.

Jonathan L. Bjorke, 27, of Minneapolis was driving the 2000 Chevy Malibu at the time of the crash, a State Patrol report said.
Annette R. Schiefelbein, 30, of New Hope was a passenger. The car was traveling north when it went up a curb and hit the
RE/MAX Area Experts office sign in the 1600 block of Riverfront Drive.

Bjorke had minor injuries. Schiefelbein’s injuries were more severe, but not life threatening.

Both had been drinking, the report said.

One killed as boat sinks on Vermilion

DULUTH — Authorities are investigating after a boat loaded with seven people sunk on Lake Vermilion in St. Louis County, killing
a 29-year- old man.

The St. Louis County sheriff’s office says that at about 3 a.m. Sunday deputies received a call of a water emergency on the lake
near the Forest Lane Resort in Greenwood Township.

The county rescue squad recovered 29-year- old Casey T. Gilbertson, who was pronounced dead at the scene.

The department did not immediately release Gilbertson’s home town.

Three rescued from sinking boat

Authorities say three people were rescued after a boat began to sink on a Washington County lake early Sunday.

The Washington County sheriff’s office reported a woman called 911 shortly after midnight and said she could hear people yelling
for help on Big Marine Lake.

The Star Tribune reported a member of the Scandia rescue unit found three adults who swam to the west side of the bay.

Deputies arrested a 23year- old man on suspicion of boating while intoxicated.
