MANKATO — Former Minnesota State men’s basketball player Cameron Hodges has signed a professional contract to play with the Kayl Red Miners of the Luxembourg N-2
League.

Hodges spent two seasons at Minnesota State (2009-2011), playing in 53 games with 37 starts and averaging 10.8 points and 4.4 rebounds.

Last season, he averaged 13.7 points and 4.8 rebounds while shooting 52.2 percent from the field to earn second-team All-Northern Sun Intercollegiate Conference honors
and was named the league's defensive player of the year.

Hodges is one of five Mavericks currently playing professional basketball: Jefferson Mason (Germany), Travis Nelson (Slovenia), Jamel Staten (Japan) and Atila Santos
(Brazil).
