
Minnesota River continues to fall

The Minnesota River in Mankato continued to fall Tuesday, coming to 23.7 feeet at noon, down from 25 feet on Sunday night. Flood
stage is 22 feet.

Likewise, the Minnesota in New Ulm fell to 803.63 feet above sea level, about four feet above flood stage.

The Le Sueur River at Rapidan continued its descent Tuesday, to 7.49 feet from 10 feet on Saturday. The Watonwan River at
Garden City fell from 12 feet Saturday to 8.5 feet Tuesday.

The Cottonwood River at New Ulm was about a foot above flood stage at 12.05 feet.s

AMPI finishes ’09 fairly strong

NEW ULM — Associated Milk Producers Inc. finished 2009 fairly strong despite low milk prices. The co- op had record numbers in
milk volume, manufacturing and consumer-packaged products for the year.

AMPI President and CEO Ed Welch said that in spite of low milk prices for producers, AMPI plants manufactured more core products
— natural cheese, whey and butter — than ever before.

AMPI had record sales of consumer-packaged dairy products, which represented 52 percent of its $1.4 billion in sales. The company
has $1.7 billion in revenue in 2008.

AMPI also saw a 23 percent in consumer-packaged cheese, a 4 percent increase in consumer-packaged butter and a 7 percent

increase in whey.
