
Driver killed after crash in stolen SUV

OWATONNA — A 22-yearold Waseca man died Friday when the stolen vehicle he was driving crashed in Steele County.

Alexander Perry Berg was traveling west on Steele County Road 12 in Deerfield Township when the 1999 Isuzu Rodeo he was
driving left the road, hit a field approach and flew about 120 feet in the air before rolling. Berg was ejected from the vehicle, which
was noticed by a passing motorist who called 911 at 4:51 a.m. Berg was pronounced dead at the scene, Steele County Sheriff Don
Gudmundson said.

The Isuzu was reported stolen at 7:30 a.m. Friday by a Faribault resident.
