
Next in murder case: assign judge

MANKATO — Attorneys for a man accused of shooting his ex-wife to death in a Mankato park waived their right to having another
hearing within 30 days.

Joel Marvin Munt, 33, was in court for about five minutes Monday during a hearing for first- degree murder charges. The next step
will be to assign a judge to the criminal case, which includes charges of aggravated robbery, assault and kidnapping.

Munt was arrested March 28 after witnesses said he shot Svetlana Munt several times after using his SUV to smash into her car at
Rasmussen Woods. Munt allegedly took his three young children from his exwife’s car, stole another SUV at gunpoint and drove

away with the children. He was pursued by a Blue Earth County sheriff’s deputy and arrested south of Mankato.

Saturation patrol results in arrests

MANKATO — A saturation patrol during the weekend of a college graduation and country concert resulted in 130 stops and eight
arrests for driving while intoxicated, a State Patrol report said.

A total of 27 troopers, deputies and police officers from several area agencies participated in the patrol, which took place Friday.

There were 11 people stopped who identified themselves as designated drivers.

Nine people were arrested and 35 citations were issued. Another 35 drivers received warnings for speeding and 40 were warned for
equipment violations. Nine people were cited and one person was warned for not wearing a seat belt, the release said.
