MANKATO — A member of Mankato’s Korean War Veterans Association has received the first Korean Defense Service license plate
issued last week by the Minnesota Department of Motor Vehicles.

Paul Steen of Storden, who received his vehicle plates at Worthington, was accompanied by other Chapter 41 members Commander
Bill Hoehn of Mankato and George Zimmerman of Le Center.

Minnesota is the ninth state to offer such license plates to veterans.

To be eligible for the plates, veterans must have served in support of the defense of the Republic of Korea. The eligibility date is July
28, 1954.
