The unveiling of the much-
anticipated CityArt Walking Sculpture
Tour is Saturday.

The sculptures won't be installed until
Saturday morning, said Shannon
Robinson, executive director of Twin
Rivers Council for the Arts and co-chair
of the CityArt committee, So sneak peeks
by the public until then won't be possible.

Here's what we do know: 25 sculptures
will decorate downtown for the next year,
and 19 of the 25 sculptures will be located
throughout downtown Mankato along
Hickory and Second streets, while six
sculptures will be placed along the first
block of Belgrade Avenue in North
Mankato. Each vear, 25 new sculptures
will be selected to replace the previous
set.

The types of sculptures this year range
from bronze, molten resin, steel and even
one cast out of bicycle handles welded
and constructed together, Robinson said.
The artists are from all over the United
States, including Minnesota, New Yorlk,
New Mexico, Colorado and South Dakota.

“It’s really exciting to see the variety of
work we have,” Robinson said. “Cur
largest piece is 12 feet tall; some are 4
feet tall.”
